Various leaders and young people served and ministered in our absence while we took a short honeymoon vacation without kids!  Both the vacation Bible schools and our trip were tremendous blessings!

A few short weeks ago we were able to get another cranial MRI done for Johnny to see the change after 9 months recuperation.
