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Trauma at Camp!


July, though a vacation month in the States, is still a school month in Venezuela.  We had planned the last week for our teen Bible camp with hopes that all exams would be finished, and all would be able to attend.  A new record attendance of 156 stunned us all!  The biggest shock though was to see that the food we brought for 130 people was sufficient for the 156!  I’m glad that God still works miracles today!  There were 12 salvation decisions for Christ, and five were from our church, of which four have already been baptized.  Additional good news is that we have almost doubled the food fund for camp next year!  God is good! 
That doesn’t sound like missionary work!


With a laptop computer, a video projector, and a powerpoint presentation, it’s amazing what you can accomplish!  After sharing with someone about the various seminars I present on anger resolution and sexual abstinence, their response was “That doesn’t sound like missionary work”.  And they are right, it doesn’t. But to have the ability to get into the public schools, teach the Biblical perspective and godly principles with a mandatory attendance, and even be able to pass out gospel tracts and invite them to church afterwards, sure sounds like missionary work to me!  I was able to present two anger resolution workshops and one “pure” sex seminar, and already have at least two more seminars lined up for September and October.
Building delays at La Puerta!

A “wrench was thrown into the works” unexpectedly by the association of neighbors, when they failed to produce a letter of recommendation, which the government requires in this land acquisition process.  The president of the association not only hoped that we would lose interest with her delay, but feared political reprisals and rejection if she signed showing her approval of our petition.  However, we did receive permission to do a Vacation Bible School (at which we averaged 75 children with 20 salvation decisions) after which we received the signatures of 238 people in favor of granting the land.  Pray that this process be finished soon so that we can start to build.
Record attendance!

Rejoice with us, these last two months the church has averaged 100, with 119 high, 12 salvations and 12 baptisms!  In addition to the Vacation Bible School at La Puerta, we also presented two others at two different locations giving us a total of 243 children reached and 32 salvation decisions.  An additional joy was to see that most all of the VBS workers were produced from the Bible Club ministry, and are now maturing and taking an active part in reaching out to others.
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
