The Final Stretch
I think the hardest part about coming home on furlough to visit our churches is making sure everything is taken care of and all bases are covered here on our field.  And as hard as one tries to “slow down” to be careful nothing is forgotten, the process becomes a “final stretch” to get it all done in time.
In the month of April we finished a Virtue Club in a public school having completely turned over the leadership to the folks in our church.  Two more schools are interested in the Virtue Club starting in October.  This will be the first time for them to do this ministry without us, so it makes us anxious and happy at the same time.
The first week of May I had one last “Pure Sex” seminar before leaving and it was the best attended of all!  We had 90 students and about 50 parents and representatives that listened attentively to the presentation.  Having six kids with one wife seems to make me an authority on the subject since those who have that many kids generally do so with two or three wives!  The validity of the subject is seen in light of the high pregnancy rate among high school teens and the single parent situations that have been established.  The chance to speak frankly about these issues and to teach God’s plan for sex sets the stage to talk about forgiveness which leads to harmony with God and family.
In our absence from the field, Otto Zorn will be leading the church for the third time, but this time he will be considering the call of God to pastor.  Each time before, he pastored only with the condition that I would assume the church upon my return, because he did not feel the confirmation or peace from God to pastor.  However, this time he is asking for prayer to determine the call of God and seek His peace about this important decision.  There is no doubt that a man needs to be “God called” and not “missionary appointed” to the position and office of pastor.  Please pray for Otto and his call to ministry.
