The State of the Church!

As there is a State of the Union address in the United States, we have a State of the Union address in our church here in Venezuela.  This really is our yearly business meeting at which all ministries present their results.  Through the various ministries of the church this past year we reached 544 new contacts, baptized 21, and averaged 84.  All missionary project obligations were met with two new projects taken on, all debts are paid, and there is money in the bank to buy land or build.

However, the greatest need has yet to be supplied – a national pastor.  God has raised up some good men that are prepared to serve, but have not been called to pastor.  We also have some young men that have been called to pastor, but are not yet ready to serve in that capacity.  The leadership of the church that has been set up and organized, was presented to the church body and is set to continue on the work in our absence on furlough this next year.

The 10th anniversary of the church was well attended with 166 and four salvations.  In the first quarter of this year the average attendance is over 100 and we have baptized eleven folks into the church membership.

Praise God with us for the bond of love and the union in the church.

Everything was all set…workers were ready with their assignments
, and the equipment was in place just waiting to be loaded.  Then we got the word, “Cancelled until further notice”.

It seemed as though all the preparatory work might be lost, and the chance for another Virtue Club would dissipate.  However, the conniving sub-director was very surprised that her scheme didn’t work, when a crowd of angry parents the very next day protested for the right to have the Club presented to their children.

Long story short, we’re in our third week of the Club, presenting five different virtues and values to the children in this public school.  We work with 600 children a week; 100 children per session, three sessions per day one morning and one afternoon a week.  We have liberty to mention God, prayer, sin, forgiveness and can even teach a Bible verse and song each week as the foundation for the virtue!  You’d almost think it was a junior church service in the main assembly hall, were it not for the absence of an invitation, and the passing of the offering plate!


This freedom is rarely allowed in the American public schools, so we’re trying to take advantage of a wonderful opportunity while the door is still open!
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
